
Muresk Institute offers accommodation for 
students studying onsite. Accommodation 
generally consists of single bedrooms with 
shared facilities (bathroom, lounge and kitchen). 
All bedrooms are furnished with a bed, wardrobe, 
desk, chair, desk lamp and bookshelves.

Students will be accommodated in the halls of 
residence unless they are mature aged or have 
special access requirements. 

Halls of residence

Dempster Hall and Hughes Hall
Each hall is divided into four units of 10 or 12 
single rooms with a shared bathroom, lounge 
and kitchenette.

Houses
Fully furnished two and three bedroom houses 
inclusive of a shared bathroom, kitchen and 
lounge.

The Institute can accommodate students 
requiring special access requirements.
